
What is a School-Parent Compact?
It is a written agreement describing how all members of a school community (parents, teachers, principals, and students) agree to share responsibility for student learning. This compact helps build a bridge between the school and home to encourage learning, communication, and achievement for all students.
The purpose of a compact is to list various ways each entity will carryout their commitment to assist students with meeting academic goals. The compact also includes ways the school, staff, and parents will communicate with each other.
The school uses Class Dojo, email blasts, letters sent home, Robo calls, Remind 101, School website, Social Media Accounts, and Parent-Teacher conferences to communicate with families about students’ academic progress.
The principal along with entire staff will ensure that the school environment is safe, secure, and conducive for learning.
