CONCERT BAND

The Old Dominion March John Edmondson

A lively and engaging march that captures the spirit and energy of a
traditional march, making it a favorite for both performers and audiences
The piece is characterized by its strong rhythmic drive, memorable
melodies, and dynamic contrasts, which are typical of Edmondson's
compositional style.

This concert band setting is based on A7z¢y Zyrre/7; an old Irish air of the
‘mid—eighteenth century. Thomas Moore (1779-1852) used the melody for his
, O/ Blame Not t/fie Bard/ (in Volume 3 of his Irish Melodies series) in 1810.

The word "novena" comes from the Roman Catholic Church and is a devotion
consisting of prayers or services on nine consecutive days. The reflective
adagio section, introduced by chimes, features piccolo, solo clarinet and
solo alto saxophone over a sustained pedal point of concert Bb. A brief
interlude in G major is introduced, followed by a return to the main theme.
The percussionists provide the link to the eagerly anticipated allegro
section. Powerful brass, lyrical woodwinds and driving percussion give the
sccond half of this composition the touch of musical excitement we have
come to expect from this outstanding composer.

SYMPHONIC BAND
On the Mall Goldman/Arr. Lisk

This sing-along/whistle-along march was written in 1923 for the dedication
of the Elkan Naumberg Bandshell in Central Park. The title derives from the
park's spacious mall, where the bandstand is located and where New Yorkers
enjoy gathering to listen to concerts. The march was composed and
arranged in collaboration with Mayhew Lake in 1923 and rearranged by Erik
Leidzén in 1937. Richard Franko Goldman (a well-known composer is his own
right) stated in a letter that his father "did not think much of the march at
the time and was astonished that it became the most popular of all of his
compositions.”

Shenandoah Frank Ticheli
“In my setting of Shenandoah I was inspired by the freedom and beauty of
the folk melody and by the natural images evoked by the words, especially
the image of a river. | was less concerned with the sound of a rolling river
than with its life affirming energy - its timelessness. Sometimes the
accompaniment flows quietly under the melody; other times it breathes
alongside it. The work's mood ranges from quiet reflection, through growing
optimism, to profound exaltation.” - Frank Ticheli

The opening Incantation is full of mystery and expectation, wandering,
unstable and without tonality. The Dance also begins quietly, but '.
percussion instruments quickly begin, one by one, to drive a rhythmic '
pattern of incredible complexity and drive. As other instruments arc

added, the dance grows wilder and more frenzied. The brasses hammer out
ferocious snarls -~ the woodwinds fly in swirling scales. Here there is no

pretty tune but a paroxysm of rhythm, a convulsion of syncopation that

drives on and on, mounting in tension, to a shattering climax of exaltation.
