**Class Rules/Procedures/Policies/Requirements**

*Welcome to APUSH!!!  You have CHOSEN to become part of a very dynamic and challenging class that will test your intellectual abilities.  While not necessarily difficult, this class DOES require a great deal of commitment in terms of work-habits, self-discipline and time management.  Reading, listening, note-taking and striving for improvement are an absolute must if a student wishes to succeed. 
*Writing analytical essays is a major part of APUSH.  This type of writing requires one to use facts and explanations to prove points, period. There will be plenty of explanation and practice on APUSH essays during the school year, so please be willing to listen and work when it comes to your writing.  AP DBQ (Document Based Question) essays will be graded on a 7-point scale, just as on the AP Exam, and you will be given a rubric explaining what those grades mean.  
-AP LEQ (Long Essay Question) essays will be graded on a 6-point scale, just as on the AP Exam, and you will be given a rubric explaining what those grades mean.  
-There will also be regular multiple-choice content tests, as well as in-class SAQ’s (short-answer question assignments), which are also based on a component of the APUSH exam.

-DFA’s AP “Late Work” policy will be adhered to.

*Major Grades =Tests/Essays/Major SAQ Assignments = 40% of your average (2-3 Major Assignments per 6 weeks).  A major unit test will be given 4 times over the course of the year, and will cover 7-8 new chapters each time.  Each unit test will be cumulative throughout the year (AP exam is obviously cumulative), and be made up entirely of AP level multiple choice questions.  Chapter/Content tests will cover 1-2 chapters at a time.

*Minor Grades (Classwork, Quizzes, Minor Writing Assignments, etc.) = 60%

Class participation is very important, as your input matters and will really help you understand and retain the content.  Also, true class discussions help make for a more interesting and effective classroom.
