Grading Procedures and Class Policies

The student’s average will be comprised of the following:

Minor Grades (Classwork, Quizzes, Minor Writing Assignments, etc.) = 60%

Major Grades (Tests, Essays, Projects, etc.)=40% 
*The US History Course is taught, based on the GA Standards of Excellence (easily found online and on my teacher page), which will be covered entirely with additional information as well, in order to help students fully grasp the concepts

*Tests will cover 1-2 topics/chapters each, and will consist of multiple choice, completion & short answer questions (not all types on every test).

*Quizzes will be both announced & unannounced, which are designed to assess each student’s progress, understanding and attentiveness in class.  

*There will be also be various homework assignments and regular notebook checks, and notebooks should contain this policy sheet, handouts, both classroom and text notes, etc and should be kept neat and organized.

*In accordance with county policy, “Extra Credit” will NOT be part of grading  

*DFA will strictly adhere to the county policy regarding Plagiarism & Dishonesty:


The Student code of Conduct, Rule 1(A)(t), states that no student shall cheat, alter records, plagiarize, receive unauthorized assistance or assist another in any type of academic dishonesty. The determination that a student has engaged in academic dishonesty will be based on the judgment of the classroom teacher and a supervising administrator, taking into consideration any written materials, observation, or information from witnesses.
Students found to have engaged in academic dishonesty will receive 3 hours of detention. Additionally, the task will be entered as an incomplete and the student required to re-do the assignment or re-take the assessment.

*Students should read small parts of the text (online option available) every night, should complete assignments in class when possible, and should be prepared to take notes and discuss the material every day in class.  Class preparation and participation are important and necessary for students to test well and enjoy each class day’s discussions and activities

*There will be a state mandated EOC Exam near the end of the year which will account for 10% of the students’ yearly average!
*Assignments will be both in notebook form, as well as online-both types of learning will be utilized during the school-year

*Students MUST bring notebook (binders, folders or spiral notebook - are ALL OK) and a writing utensil EVERY DAY to class!

*Students should have their laptop (county provided or personal) every day in class. There may be some available in class, but having their own will be more efficient.
