Where is it available?
At the beginning of the year, the Richmond County Parent and Family Engagement Plan is included in the student code of conduct book that is given to all students. The Belair Elementary Parent and Family Engagement Plan will also be posted on the school website and distributed at the Title I Annual Meeting.
