*There will be no changes to transportation made in the front office after 2:00 p.m. daily; nor
will students be released from the front office after 2:00 pm.

*Students will start being dismissed at 3:10 p.m. each day to assist with transition time.

*Prime Time will be available this year; providing both a.m. and p.m. services.
