Classroom Management Plan
Student’s behavior will be recognized with praises and rewards for the positive behaviors, and the unacceptable behaviors will receive consequences.  Unacceptable behaviors, include but are not limited to disobedient, distracting, and disruptive behaviors.  Students who demonstrate appropriate behavior, consistently, will be positively rewarded with praise, positive notes and phone calls to parents, small rewards, and other extra-special privileges. Students who demonstrate disobedient, distracting, and disruptive behaviors will receive the following consequences: 
Discipline Plan:
· 1st Offense - Verbal Warning 
· 2nd Offense – Student name and the rule(s) they have broken will be documented on the Daily Behavior Clipboard.
· 3rd Offense – Student will be counseled by the teacher. 
· 4th Offense – Isolation from privileges or special activities.  
· 5th Offense – School counselor referral
· 6th Offense- Parent Contact
· 7th Offense- Office referral


Note:  Parents may be contacted at any time based on the teacher’s discretion.
