Course Description and Objectives:
In American Literature and Composition, students will be introduced to chronologically exploring various text
throughout the development of The United States of America. This course will build off of the students’
previous knowledge of themes and genres and add in the historical background, time periods, and impact
literature had on the people. Our program is driven by a prescribed curriculum developed by educators from
Richmond County in accordance with the Georgia Standards of Excellence. Our units of study will focus a few
