Course Overview
World History is designed to provide students with a survey of the political, economic, social, and cultural history of the world and its peoples. It provides students with a comprehensive, intensive study of major events and themes in world history. Students begin with a study of the earliest civilizations worldwide and continue to examine major developments and themes in all regions of the world. The course culminates in a study of change and continuity and globalization at the beginning of the 21stcentury. The class will emphasize historical analysis beyond the collection and memorization of information.  This course will provide knowledge of historical facts such as names, chronology, and events, but it will also emphasize historical analysis. 
Course Content

The course is divided into one introductory thematic unit and nine historical units as follows:

Unit 1: Connecting Themes

Unit 2: Ancient Civilization

Unit 3: Classical Mediterranean 
Unit 4: African & Middle Eastern Middle Ages & Islamic Empires 
Unit 5: European & Asian Middle Ages, Renaissance & Reformation 

Unit 6: The Americas & the Age of Exploration 
Unit 7: The Scientific Revolution, Enlightenment, & Age of Revolutions 

Unit 8: Industrialization, Urbanization, Nationalism, & Imperialism 

Unit 9: World War I, Interwar Period, & World War II 

Unit 10: Cold War, World Since the 1960’s, & Globalization 

Class Structure

The class will use college level resources, including texts and primary source documents, that help develop the skills required to analyze point of view; to interpret evidence and to create historical arguments. Resources will also be used to identify global processes, to make comparisons within and among societies, and to understand diverse interpretations. Students will be required to participate in class discussions and an extensive amount of time will be devoted to note taking, research, reading and writing. 

Note: The syllabus is subject to change when necessary in order to accommodate the current learning environment of Face to Face and Online instruction and to meet all the objectives for this course, including the Georgia Standards of Excellence.

Tutoring

There will be one day a week set aside for afterschool tutoring. The day will be determined based on the needs and schedule of the students after school starts. Online Academy tutoring will be available Friday during 6th period via Microsoft Teams. However, I am available to accommodate any individual student needs on a day and time mutually convenient. 

CLASS PROCEDURES AND EXPECTATIONS

1. Online Academy students are required to attend asynchronous sessions each Wedensday during 6th Period (1:35 pm). 

2. All content for this course will be available in CANVAS. Online and Face to Face students are required to follow the content and complete all work that is outlined and contained in CANVAS. 

3. Paper copies of most content will be available for Face to Face students and will be made available for Online Academy students upon request. 

4. Bring the following to class everyday: book, notebook, paper and pen. 

5. You must be in your seat BEFORE the tardy bell rings.

6. Make up work will be done before or after school within 5 days of the absence. It is the student’s responsibility to obtain missed assignments or information. 

7. Students will be given multiple opportunities to show mastery of the standards and course content. Additionally, students will be given remediation and reinforcement activities following every unit test.
