Step 1: Application- Each 4th or 5th grade student interested in being on the Student Council must fill out the application form on the back of this letter that will be used to determine eligibility. Once the teacher has determined that a student is eligible and the parent has signed the form, he/she may run for representative of that classroom. Applications must be submitted to teachers by October 7, 2021.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Step 2: Classroom Election- Each student who wants to be elected may give a brief (1-2 minute) speech to his/her classmates as to why he/she would be a good representative for the class. (The questions on the application can help you determine what to say.) The teacher will determine the day of the speeches and voting.  

Step 3: Submit names of Student Council Members- Each teacher will tally the votes and submit the names of the student council class representatives by 3:00 p.m. on October 14, 2021.

Step 4: Fifth grade Class Representatives Run for Office – All 5th grade class representatives will be eligible to run for a leadership role. Campaigning begins on October 18, 2021.

Step 5: Student Council School-wide Election Day – Tuesday, November 2, 2021!
