Dear Parents and Guardians:

On today, we are sending home with our 3rd – 5th grade students the Power Up 1:1 Student Handbook.  Please read through this handbook with your child as it has very important and timely information about the purpose of having the device, the care and responsibility of using the device, and digital citizenship.
On Garrett’s website, there is a web page and a link where the parents/guardians can click to access the Power Up Online Course for Parents.   Please complete the online course and complete the parent quiz on our website using the link.  https://www.rcboe.org/Page/76786.  We will have our 1:1 Computer Device Parent Orientation on December 16, 2021 in the Media Center.  It will be in three hour increments in order to accommodate parents/guardians from 2:30 pm to 3:30 pm; 3:30 pm to 4:30 pm and 4:30 pm to 5:30 pm. 
Finally, we will roll out our devices to our students beginning on January 4, 2022 to our 5th grade, 4th grade and 3rd grade students.  From January 4, 2022 – January 18, 2022 third, fourth, and fifth grade students will be day users in order to get students acclimated to their new device.  After January 18, 2022, third through fifth grade teachers will be able to decide the day or days students with signed permission slips can take their Chromebook home to work on assignments.  Prekindergarten – second grade will be day users. 
Along with this letter is information about insurance for your child’s Chromebook:
A). With Optional Insurance:  Damage fee is waived for first offense. Thereafter, the student should pay the fee, or become a day user, or pending Principal discretion.

B). Without Optional Insurance:  Damage fee is not waived for first offense. Thereafter, the student should pay the fee, or become a day user, or pending Principal discretion.

C). Optional Insurance Parts & Labor:  Examples of Optional Insurance Parts & Labor coverage:

      Ex1: Natural Disasters - Earthquake and the screen was damaged. The screen is covered if it is repairable.

      Ex2: Theft - The device was stolen, a police report is filed, and claim filed with insurance.  Before the insurance took action, the device was later found in a trash dumpster and returned to the school (IT) with a broken screen. The screen is covered if it is repairable.

       In both examples, if the screen cannot be repaired, the insurance will replace the device.
