CELL PHONES

ABSENCES

Students are expected to attend and participate in classroom activities as well as, after-school
rehearsals, performances, and competitions.

TARDINESS

LATE/MAKE-UP WORK POLICY

ALL WORK SHOULD BE SUBMITTED ON THE DUE DATE AS NOTIFIED IN CLASS OR ONLINE.
EACH SUBMISSION DAY AFTER THE DUE DATE WILL INCUR A 5% GRADE PENALTY, UP TO A
MAXIMUM 25% PENALTY. ANY GRADE PENALTY INCURRED WILL BE INDICATED IN CANVAS
AND INFINITE CAMPUS. WORK THAT IS NOT SUBMITTED AFTER THE 5-DAY WINDOW WILL
BE MARKED AS “MISSING” IN CANVAS AND INFINITE CAMPUS AND WILL EARN ZERO
POINTS.



LATE/MAKE-UP WORK POLICY (CONT.)

RELEARN AND REASSESSMENT (R&R) OPPORTUNITIES ARE OFFERED TO REMEDIATE
UNSATISFACTORY SCORES ON MAJOR GRADES. THESE OPPORTUNITIES ARE OFFERED ONCE
PER ASSIGNMENT, BUT EACH R&R PLAN (INCLUDING THE REASSESSMENT ITSELF) MUST BE
COMPLETED WITHIN SEVEN SCHOOL DAYS OF RECEIPT OF THE ORIGINAL GRADE. THE R&R
FORM INDICATES THE REQUIREMENTS THAT MUST BE MET TO BE ELIGIBLE FOR THE
OPPORTUNITY.

MAKE-UP WORK STUDENTS ARE EXPECTED TO MAKE-UP ASSIGNMENTS AND ASSESSMENTS
THAT WERE MISSED DUE TO ABSENCE FROM SCHOOL. STUDENTS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR
ASKING TEACHERS FOR THE MAKE-UP WORK UPON RETURNING TO CLASS. MAKE-UP WORK
SHOULD BE COMPLETED BY THE STUDENT WITHIN THE TIME SPECIFIED BY THE TEACHER.
TEACHERS SHOULD PROVIDE REASONABLE TIMELINES FOR COMPLETING MAKE-UP WORK.
GENERALLY, SUCH WORK SHOULD BE COMPLETED WITHIN 5 DAYS OF RETURNING TO
SCHOOL. ASTUDENT SHOULD NOT BE REQUIRED TO TAKE A QUIZ OR TEST ON THEIR FIRST
DAY BACK TO SCHOOL IF THE ASSESSMENT WAS FIRST-ANNOUNCED DURING THEIR
ABSENCE. GRADED ASSIGNMENTS SHOULD BE SCORED TO ACCURATELY REFLECT THE LEVEL
OF MASTERY OF STANDARDS.
