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· Course Career Cluster Description*
[image: image2.wmf]The Human Services Career Cluster prepares individuals for employment activities related to family and human needs such as nutrition and food science, counseling and mental health services, family and community services, personal care, and consumer services. Family & Consumer Sciences aspires to offer a unique focus on families, work, and their interrelationships, providing a solid foundation of success for student. Through relevant coursework, community projects, the FCCLA club, and mentoring opportunities, you will develop and/or strengthen the skills needed to become a responsible citizen and leader in your family, community, and work settings.
· Course Description*
Food science integrates many branches of science and relies on the application of the rapid advances in technology to expand and improve the food supply. Students will evaluate the effects of processing, preparation, and storage on the quality, safety, wholesomeness, and nutritive value of foods. Building on information learned in Nutrition & Wellness and Chemistry, this course illustrates scientific principles in an applied context, exposing students to the wonders of the scientific world in foods and nutrition. Food Science is the third of three courses leading to the advance nutritional pathway.

· Course Goals* 

Students will be required to master all course standards and be able to demonstrate their understanding of the underlying concepts. The instruction in this course will be based on best practices strategies including: stated standards, essential questions, graphic organizers, word wall vocabulary, cooperative learning, extending and refining skills, and lab application. Students will work in groups to complete various projects. Students will also work in groups during experimental labs related to food and chemistry. These groups will allow students to work interdependently to plan, construct, and execute presentations and lab results. The project-based instruction provides students with opportunities to utilize higher order thinking, communication, leadership, and management processes and personal growth.
