You can use AI tools for checking
grammar and spelling,
brainstorming ideas, and other
uses I will teach you, but not to
write entire essays or assignments.
You are required to write an
explanation of how you used AI in
your work at the bottom of all
assignments. Misusing AI will be
considered cheating and can
result in a zero on the assignment.
Use AI to help you learn, not to do
the work for you.
