Students who score below 70% on a major assessment are eligible to complete a relearning plan, pending parent and teacher approval. In certain cases, students scoring 70% or above may also be granted permission to complete a relearning plan with parent approval.
Once the relearning plan is satisfactorily completed, as determined by the teacher, students will be granted at least one opportunity to be reassessed. The reassessment may differ in format or content from the original assessment. The reassessment score will fully replace the original score; scores will not be averaged.
To initiate this process, students must obtain a reassessment ticket from Mr. Noël. They are responsible for completing all assigned relearning tasks and returning the signed ticket—with a parent/guardian signature—by the stated reassessment deadline. Reassessments will not be administered without a completed and signed ticket.
In cases of extenuating circumstances, the teacher may exercise discretion in extending the timeline. A sample reassessment ticket is provided below.
