	Mon, Nov 3
	LT: I can identify common reflexive verbs and recognize their forms in context.
SC1: I can match French reflexive verbs with their English meanings.
SC2: I can recognize the correct reflexive pronoun used with each subject.
	Strategy: Think-Pair-Share – Students brainstorm what daily actions they do “to themselves” (e.g., brush teeth, get dressed).
	Strategy: Direct Vocabulary Modeling – Teacher introduces reflexive pronouns (me, te, se, nous, vous) and key verbs (se lever, se laver, s’habiller).
	Strategy: Interactive Notes – Students complete a fill-in chart with pronouns and examples; teacher models pronunciation and sentence rhythm.
	Strategy: Collaborative Matching Cards – In pairs, students match French verbs to pictures and English meanings.
	Strategy: Quick Write – Students write 3 simple sentences describing their morning routine using reflexive verbs.
	Strategy: Exit Ticket – Students circle correct pronouns for three sample sentences (formative check).

	Tues, Nov 4
	LT: I can conjugate and use reflexive verbs in the present tense to describe my daily routine.
SC1: I can correctly write and say sentences using “se + verb.”
SC2: I can apply proper subject–verb–pronoun agreement.
	Strategy: Bell Ringer Review – Match pronoun + verb pairs on board (Je–me lève, Nous–nous couchons, etc.).
	Strategy: Modeling with Visual Anchor Chart – Teacher demonstrates conjugation patterns with color-coded chart (je me, tu te, il/elle se…).
	Strategy: Guided Practice with Choral Response – Students repeat model sentences; teacher corrects pronunciation and form aloud.
	Strategy: Sentence Strip Race – Groups arrange word strips into correct French reflexive sentences.
	Strategy: Individual Practice Worksheet – Students complete “Ma routine quotidienne” worksheet writing 5 complete sentences.
	Strategy: Thumbs Up/Down Check – Teacher reads sentences; students indicate if structure is correct.

	Wed, Nov 5
	LT: I can use reflexive verbs to describe my daily life in both spoken and written forms.
SC1: I can speak about my daily routine in a short paragraph.
SC2: I can use reflexive verbs correctly when speaking or writing.
	Strategy: Daily Warm-Up Journal (Quick Write) – Students respond: “Quelle est ta routine du matin?”
	Strategy: Think-Aloud Modeling – Teacher narrates their morning using reflexive verbs; students listen for verbs and note patterns.
	Strategy: Reciprocal Teaching – Students summarize the teacher’s story in pairs, switching roles to ensure comprehension.
	Strategy: Peer Interviews (Socratic Conversation) – Students ask and answer about their routines using cue cards.
	Strategy: Recording Task – Students write and record a 4–5 sentence oral description of their day using reflexive verbs.
	Strategy: Reflective Share-Out – Volunteers share one line aloud; class identifies verbs used.

	Thurs, Nov 6
	LT: I can use reflexive verbs in different contexts and tenses (present and passé composé).
SC1: I can recognize when to use “être” in reflexive passé composé.
SC2: I can form and pronounce past tense reflexive verbs accurately.
	Strategy: Mini Quiz Warm-Up – 5 quick questions on yesterday’s material.
	Strategy: Model + Think Aloud – Teacher demonstrates passé composé forms: “Je me suis levé(e) à six heures.”
	Strategy: Guided Notes with Color Coding – Students highlight auxiliary (“être”) and past participle agreement endings.
	Strategy: Sentence Reconstruction Game – Students rearrange words to form correct passé composé sentences.
	Strategy: Practice Paragraph – Students write a short paragraph about yesterday’s routine using reflexive verbs in passé composé.
	Strategy: Exit Slip – Identify 2 sentences where agreement is required and explain why.

	Fri, Nov 7
	LT: I can use reflexive verbs to compare my daily life with that of someone else (peer or cultural figure).
SC1: I can discuss differences between two routines using comparative structures.
SC2: I can summarize similarities and differences in writing.
	Strategy: Gallery Walk Starter – Students view posted sample daily routine paragraphs (teacher-made) and jot one similarity/difference.
	Strategy: Mini-Lecture with Cultural Video – Watch “Une journée typique d’un lycéen français” and note reflexive verbs used.
	Strategy: Guided Compare & Contrast Discussion – Use Venn diagram to discuss U.S. vs. French routines.
	Strategy: Collaborative Poster Project – Groups create “Ma journée vs. Sa journée” using visuals and reflexive sentences.
	Strategy: Independent Reflection (Quick Write) – Students write a paragraph comparing their routine to a partner’s or French teen’s.
	Strategy: Summative Exit Ticket – Students complete self-assessment: “Je peux…” checklist for reflexive verb mastery.
