	Wednesday, Oct 15

	Modeling with Think-Aloud: Teacher demonstrates identifying cognates and forming descriptive sentences.
	Graphic Organizers (Guided): Students sort adjectives into cognates and non-cognates using a Venn diagram.
	Collaborative Annotation: Students annotate a short paragraph describing a person, highlighting cognates.
	Choice Board/Menu: Students choose between writing a description, recording a voice memo, or creating a character sketch using cognates.
	3-2-1 Summary: 3 cognates learned, 2 traits used, 1 question about cognates.

	Thursday, Oct 16
	I can identify and describe family members and pets in French.
	1. I can name at least 6 family members and pets in French. 
2. I can describe relationships using possessive adjectives.
	Anticipation Guide: True/False statements about French family vocabulary and customs.
	Anchor Charts: Create a visual chart of family vocabulary and possessive adjectives.
	Prompting & Cueing: Teacher asks guiding questions: “How do you say ‘my dog’ vs ‘my sister’?”
	Team Problem Solving: Students work in groups to match family trees with correct vocabulary.
	Graphic Organizer (Independent): Students complete a family tree with French labels and descriptions.
	Peer Debrief: Students share one thing they learned and one thing they found challenging.

	Friday, Oct 17
	I can invite someone and respond to invitations in French.
	1. I can use expressions to invite someone to do something. 
2. I can accept or decline invitations appropriately.
	Think-Pair-Share: “What do you say when you invite someone to hang out?”
	Direct Instruction (EDI): Teach key phrases for invitations and responses (e.g., Tu veux…?, Oui, je veux bien…, Non, je ne peux pas…).
	Reciprocal Teaching: Students take turns practicing invitations and responses in small groups.
	Socratic Seminar: Discuss cultural differences in making and responding to invitations in French vs English.
	Performance Task: Students write and perform a short dialogue inviting a friend to an activity.
	Revisit Learning Target: Students rate their confidence in inviting/responding in French (1–4 scale).
