Who is it for?

All students participating in the Title I, Part A program, and their families are encouraged and
invited to fully participate in the opportunities described in this plan. Bayvale Elementary will
provide full opportunity for the participation of parents and family members with limited English,
with disabilities, and of migratory children.

Where is it available?

At the beginning of the year, the Richmond County Parent and Family Engagement Plan is
included in the student code of conduct book that is given to all students. Bayvale’s Parent and

2023-2024 District Goals

During the 2022-23 school year, we will increase student content
mastery in tested subject areas on the Georgia Milestone by 3%.
During the 2023-2024 school year, we will increase post-high school
readiness by increasing our graduation rate from 71% to 75%.
During the 2023-2024 school year, we will increase the number of
highly effective teachers and leaders retained in RCSS by 3%.

2023-2024 School Goals

By May 2024 Bayvale Elementary School will increase the
percentage of students of reading proficiently or above grade level
by implementing research-based strategies, from 11% to 20% (32

students) as measure by the GMAS EOG assessment.

By May 2024, Bayvale Elementary School will improve the school
climate perception based on perception data and parent
involvement data to better address the cultural diversity of the
home & school community.

By May 2024, Bayvale will cultivate a school environment that is
culturally responsive to ensure that all students and families from
diverse backgrounds have meaningful opportunities to be actively
engaged in school learning, activities, events, and other areas (such
as volunteering). This will be measured by a 10% increase in
parent volunteers as measured by parent volunteer logs, a 10%
growth in student achievement scores of subgroups as measured by
GMAS/Benchmarks, and sign-in sheets from school events.
