Several Science Projects: Will be required for this class. This will be a working class, bpput you should also expect that I will have to cover information with you prior to beginning the learning experiences.  

Homework: Written homework will not be assigned. However, if you do not finish your class work in class, it is your responsibility to complete your work in your free time (even if that is at home), but due to the volume of new information you will be learning, it is a good idea to get in the habit of studying every night, as we will be reviewing every day at launch time. You should make it a habit to set aside at least 10-20 minutes of uninterrupted time and read over the information presented in class that day/week/module(s) in preparation for tests or exams and to assure retention of information learned. It is important to review vocabulary words.
