Coursework Honor Cord by enrolling 

in and successfully pass 3 AP and/or 

Dual Enrollment courses during high 

school. 

 

Double Blue & Gold Cord 

AP Academy Collar 

Westside High School is proud to be 

home one of only two AP Academy’s 

in Richmond County. A senior earns 

an AP Academy collar by being 

accepted into the school’s AP 

Academy program, maintaining a 

high standard of academic excellence, 

and completing a rigorous AP 

curriculum including both AP 

Seminar and AP Research. 

Gold Stole 

AP Scholar Cord 

A student earns the AP Scholar cord 

by passing a minimum of 3 AP exams 

with scores of 3 or higher. 

Double Black Cord 

The CTAE Pathway cord is 

awarded to graduating high 

school students who complete a 

Career, Technical and Agricultural 

Education (CTAE) pathway within 

one of Georgia's 17 career clusters 

with a passing score of 85 or above in 

all three courses AND pass their End 

of Pathway Assessment (EOPA) 

exam for that path.

DECA Cord 

Distributive Education Clubs of 

America or DECA is organized into 

two unique student divisions each 

with programs designed to address the 

learning styles, interests, and focus of 

its members. Students who earn 

DECA cords must be active members 

of the DECA Organization for at least 

3 years. Students who meet these 

requirements are recognized with a 

blue and white cord.

FLAIR Cord 

One of the first foreign language 

alliances in the state of Georgia, 

FLAIR was founded in 1985 to serve 

the CSRA and is supported by the 

Department of English and Foreign 

Language of Augusta University. 

FLAIR recognizes the academic 

achievements of students in the study 

of World Languages. Students who 

have earned an A-average across at 

least 3 semesters are eligible for 

induction into the FLAIR Honor 

Society as well as to receive a double 

red cord at graduation. Students who 

have earned an A-average across 5 

semesters receive a medal. 

 

Double Red Cord 

 

Honor Graduate Cord 

Students earn an honor graduate cord 

by maintaining a four-year GPA of 

3.5 or higher.  

 

Gold Cord 

Music Cord 

A student earns a music honor cord 

by successfully completing a 

minimum of 3 music courses and 

maintaining active participation in 

after school activities including 

rehearsals and practice. 

Pink & White Cord 

Orchestra Cord 

A student earns an orchestra honor 

cord by successfully completing a 

minimum of 3 orchestra courses and 

maintaining active participation in 

after school activities including 

rehearsals and practice.  

Light Blue & White Cord 

Visual Arts Cord 

A student earns a visual arts honor 

cord by successfully completing a 

minimum of 3 visual art courses as 

well as active participation in school 

and district art shows.  

Multi-colored Cord 

 

Volunteerism Cord 

To earn a volunteer cord, students 

must have completed 15 cumulative 

hours of community service in grades 

9-12. 

Silver Cord 

 

NJROTC Cord 

Active member with 3+ years of 

JROTC with a 90+ average in all 

JROTC courses. Application must be 

submitted and approved by the school 

Naval Science Instructor.  

Navy Blue & Silver 

Fine Arts Seal and Cord: 

Students who complete a pathway and 

an additional fourth credit in the arts 

Thespian Cord 

To earn a thespian cord, students must 

be inducted members of the 

Shepard Blood Center Cord 

High school students earn a red blood 

donation cord through the Shepard 



or creative industry course, complete 

20 hours of arts-related community 

service in their Senior year of high 

school, participate in arts-

related clubs and complete a capstone 

project are eligible for the Fine Arts 

Diploma Seal in public school 

districts that have applied to award 

the seal.  

Lavender Cord 

International Thespian Society. To be 

inducted into this society, students 

must commit to a minimum of 100 

hours of theatre involvement.  

 

Blue & Gold Cord 

 

Community Blood Center. To earn 

this cord, a student must either donate 

three times or have others donate at 

least three times in their names in one 

school year. A student can earn 

multiple cords for each year that they 

donate three or more times. 

 

Single Red Cord  

 

National Honor Society Cord & Stole 

In order to receive a Cord for National Honors Society, students must be active members for one year and be in good 

standing through participation in meetings, high academic standards, community service participation, and good 

character. 

For stoles, students must meet the above requirements and be an officer in our chapter.
