Course Objectives:  This class is available to all 9th, 10th, 11th, and 12th grade students.  Students in the Intermediate/Advanced Band class will be required to perform at football games, parades, community events, Large Group Performance Evaluation, the annual Holiday Festival and spring concert.  In this class students will:
· Learn basic skills such as assembly and care of their chosen instrument, proper playing posture, tone production and playing techniques for their instrument.  
· Learn basic music theory and music vocabulary such as reading and understanding musical notation and symbols. 
· Acquire the skills, abilities, understandings and attitudes necessary to express themselves musically as individuals and as members of an ensemble 
· Value and appreciate music from a variety of cultural and historical contexts and understand the role of music in daily life. 
*Other performance opportunities will arise throughout the year and I will try to give at least three weeks’ notice
**Senior high marching, concert, and jazz band students enroll with the understanding that attendance at outside of class rehearsals and performances is expected and required for class credit for the course.
Materials needed every day:
· Music folder or book and paper
· Pencil not pen
· Mouthpiece and/or instrument, reeds, valve oil, any other accessory necessary for your instrument
Classroom rules:
· Be on time and prepared for class
· DO NOT touch any instruments or equipment that is not assigned to you
· No food, candy, gum, or drinks allowed in the band room
· No talking once the director is on the podium
Consequences for not following rules:
· conference with student
· after school detention with teacher
· call parent
· referral to office
Grading
Participation– 40%
· Football Games
· After school rehearsals count as a grade
· Marching season - Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday - 2:45-5:00
· Usually ends early November
· Concert season – Tuesday and Thursday – 2:45-4:00
· Starts after Thanksgiving break
· Holiday Festival in December, Spring Concert and Graduation in May 
Playing Tests– 20%
· Playing tests will come from the sheet music and scales 
Written Tests – 20%
· Vocabulary and music theory tests
Daily Participation – 20%
· Students must have their instrument, all accessories and music daily
· Students will be given a written test every week.
· Students will receive 100 points each week for daily participation.  They will lose 20 points a day for not being prepared for class.
**Make-up assignments are available for missed rehearsals and performances.

Make-up assignment for missing a rehearsal
Write a 1-page paper about anything in music. A composer, band, artist, genre, or song.

Make - Up Assignment for missing a Performance

DUE: One week after missed performance

Part A: Choose a band composer (meaning, this person composes MAINLY for band).
Write a 2-3-page paper about his or her life and career. The paper must be typed and should include:
· composer’s full name
·   birth date
· death date (if applicable)
· a picture (not included in the 2-3 pages of written material)
· major impacts on society
· important compositions
· important contributions
· anything else interesting about his or her life

Part B: Sources and Bibliography
Your Bibliography must be typed and tell the following about the sources you used:
· Title
· Author/Editor
· web address (if internet)
· What pages you used

Part C: Listening to a recording of a work written by this composer. (YouTube is great for this!)
Choose a piece of music written by this composer and listen to it. Write at least a page about what you hear.
· The paper must be typed and should include:
· Title of the piece
· The name of the group performing the piece
· Commentary: what did you like or dislike about this piece?



What must be turned in:
The paper, part A, B, and C (a total of 5 pages)
A NOTE SIGNED BY YOUR PARENT EXPLAINING YOUR ABSENCE
