Absences

Students are allowed to miss up to ZERO unexcused absences. Students have 24 hours to bring in an excuse. Upon the fifth
absence, a student must have legal documentation such as a doctor, court, or dental excuse. If appointments need to be
made, please be encouraged to make them after 2:15 pm.

Students who obtain 5 unexcused absences will be ineligible to participate in any afterschool activities.

Make-up/Late Assignments

All missing work will receive a grade of “M” until it is completed. In the case of an EXCUSED absence, it is on the student to
ask the teacher for any missing work. In relation to an excused absence, per BOE policy, a student has 5 class days to
complete and return in any missed assignment.
