George Phineas Butler Comprehensive High School, named after a distinguished former prin-
cipal of Richmond Academy, was founded and established in August, 1960. Students them-
selves helped to choose the school colors of gold and white, the English bulldog as their mas-
cot, and the name Candela for their yearbook. Each element chosen to pay homage to the 2 
flagship universities:  University of Georgia and Georgia Tech.   

Butler High School is a four-year public comprehensive high school with an emphasis on col-
lege and career readiness. Butler offers Advance Placement Courses, Fine Arts, Marine 
JROTC, and CTAE electives to all students. Students who are selected for the AVID Program 
(Advancement Via Individual Determination) receive additional academic and social support 
that will help them rise to the challenges of Post-Secondary Education. Our teachers provide 
research-based curriculum and strategies to students each day that develop critical thinking 
skills in literacy and math.  In August 2019, the Richmond County Student Success Center will 
open on our campus.  The purpose of the center is to provide students with needed wrap-
around services to ensure success.

Comprehensive High School with AVID College 
Readiness Program, Advanced Studies Academy, 
Advanced Placement (AP) in Art (2D & 3D), Calcu-
lus, English Language and Composition, English 
Literature and Composition, Human Geography, 
Statistics, Physics, and Computer Science; CTAE 
programs in Food & Nutrition, JROTC (Marines), 
Business & Web Design; and Fine Arts with Band, 
Art, & Orchestra. 

College and Career Ready Performance Index (CCRPI) is Georgia’s statewide ac-
countability system. The CCRPI assesses how well students are prepared for college 
and careers and ensures that schools are focused on improving achievement among 
all students. The index measures progress on indicators such as content mastery, 
student attendance, and graduation rate. Schools earn CCRPI points based on indi-
cators that vary by grade and school level and align with measures of college- and 
career-readiness. Schools may earn up to a set number of points in five main catego-
ries, for a total of 100 possible points.
