Homework Policy & Grading Scale

Homework is not a requirement for the A.C.E. Program. Students are not given a numerical grade for the report card, but their grade is derived from the completion of all course projects and classroom activities; performance task rubrics are utilized. The students' continued placement in the gifted program is based on their performance reports each year at meeting and/or exceeding the expectations. Gifted progress reports are distributed during the Fall and Spring of the year.
