Student Take-Home Folders


Your student will need to bring a binder/trapper keeper that they will use throughout the school-year.  The purpose of the binder is to both increase communication between home and school while also promoting student responsibility. The front of the binder has a sheet protector where students will put items that go home with them that day, such as their weekly homework template and other notices. The backis for “home” where any correspondence from home can be tucked to come back to me (i.e. absence notes, permission slips, alternate pick-up schedules, etc.) You can help by talking with your child about the binder and reminding them in the beginning of the year to both return the binder and check it nightly with them. Agendas are also provided to serve a means of daily communication for behavior, homework assignments, etc. 


Course Description: 


Math  


 In Grade 4, instructional time should focus on three critical areas: (1) developing understanding and fluency with multi-digit multiplication, and developing understanding of dividing to find quotients involving multi-digit dividends; (2) developing an understanding of fraction equivalence, addition and subtraction of fractions with like denominators, and multiplication of fractions by whole numbers; (3) understanding that geometric figures can be analyzed and classified based on their properties, such as having parallel sides, perpendicular sides, particular angle measures, and symmetry.

Helpful Information





Drop Off and Pick Up Routine:


Drop off:


Student drop off begins at 7:55 am. The tardy bell rings at 8:15am. After the tardy bell, your child will need to check in at the office to get a tardy slip to bring down to class.  


Pick Up and Safety:


At the end of the day, car riders report to the gym for dismissal.  Daycare and walkers report to the cafeteria for dismissal.    Typically, dismissal starts around 2:50 -3:00 to allow for extra time and to avoid crowded hallways. You will need to meet us outside the building due to high enrollment there is no space for parents to pick up their children in the halls. 


Please help to promote a safe and smooth transition with the following items:


 - If you are picking up your child, both you and your child must know their assigned 


car rider number or you will need to send a note informing me of a transportation change for the day.  (Phone calls about transportation change WILL NOT be honored.) - If you take your child home early (even if it is at 2:00), you must sign them out in the office.


 - You may indicate who can pick up your child on their registration form in the office. If they are being picked up by someone who isn’t on their registration (i.e. going home with a friend), you must let me know in writing. I am required to follow the schedule you provide unless otherwise notified.
