Basic Classroom Rules:  Students are expected to

1. Listen and Follow directions the first time you are asked.
2. Raise your hand before you speak or leave your seat. 
3. Remember to always keep your hands and feet to yourself. 
4. Respect your classmates and your Teacher. 
5. Follow all of the rules as stated in the student handbook, 
Teacher’s Discipline Policy:  

Minor offenses:  
1. Student is verbally warned. 

2. Student loses a Class Dojo point. 

3. If behavior continues or repeats, the student and teacher have a conversation as soon as possible (without needlessly wasting instructional time) to clarify the expectation and discover why the student is not meeting the expectation. As needed, the teacher may develop a support for the student such as a visual reminder taped to the desk, or a “secret signal.”    

4. If the same issue continues, the teacher may change the student’s seating assignment, or require the student to walk laps during part of recess.
Moderate offense:  
5. Student loses 2 Class Dojo points for disrupting class. 

6. Student moves to the reflection desk and is given time to calm down and write about what happened. 

7. If student is uncooperative or needs to be separated from one or more classmates, the student will be sent to a neighboring teacher’s class for reflection. 

8. Upon return, the student and teacher have a conversation as soon as possible (without needlessly wasting instructional time) to clarify the expectation and discover why the student is not meeting it.  As needed, the teacher may change the student’s seating assignment, and develop a support for the student such as a visual reminder taped to the desk, or a “secret signal.”  If the student is unable to interact appropriately, he or she will walk laps during recess rather than having free play. 

9. The parents/guardians are notified. 

10. After a second moderate incident, the teacher will begin Behavior RTI paperwork and implement additional interventions. 

Each Monday, Class Dojo points are reset.  On Friday, any student with a positive (green) points balance who has completed all class and homework assignments may participate in Fun Friday.  Students who end the week with a negative (red) points balance are not allowed to participate, must complete an orange sheet explaining which of the 5 classroom rules he/she did not follow during the week, write a plan for improvement, and get it signed by a parent.  The teacher will keep the orange sheets for documentation. 
For major violations of the rules, the student loses all positive Class Dojo points for the week, the Hains behavior flowchart is followed, and the incident referred to administration as prescribed. 
Homework Policy:  

Students are expected to complete homework assignments each night to include their reading log. Daily homework assignments are to be turned in the following school day. All homework will be follow-up from assignments that we have previously discussed in class.
