What is it?
This is a plan that describes how Bayvale Elementary will provide 
opportunities to improve family engagement to support student learning.

How is it revised? 
Bayvale Elementary School invites all parents to attend our annual and End of the Year School Forum  to review and revise this parent and family engagement policy, as well as the schoolwide plan, our school-parent compact, and the family engagement budget. Additionally, parent input and comments regarding this plan are welcome during the school year through an online form. The plan is posted on our school website for parents to view and submit feedback throughout the year. All parent feedback received during the year will be used to revise the plan for the next school year. We also distribute an annual survey online and by QRC to ask parents for their suggestions on the plan and the use of funds for family engagement. Parents and family members can also give feedback during several parent meetings and activities during the school year.

Who is it for? 
All students participating in the Title I, Part A program, and their families are encouraged and invited to fully participate in the opportunities described in this plan. Bayvale Elementary will provide full opportunity for the participation of parents and family members with limited English, with disabilities, and of migratory children.

Where is it available? 
At the beginning of the new school year, the plan is available on BES School website and copies are available in BES Parent Resource Center in the front entry of school. After Annual Title 1 Meeting in the Fall (New School Year) and approval of School Compact and Parent Policy all will be available on school website, copies available in Parent Resource Center and QRC sent home with students.  
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2025-2026 District Goals
During the FY25-26 school year, we will increase student content mastery in tested subject areas on the Georgia Milestones by 6%.
During the FY25-26 school year, we will increase post-high school readiness by increasing our graduation rate by 2%.
During FY25-26, we will increase teacher and support staff retention by 3% through consistent, meaningful employee feedback and evaluations.
During the FY25-26 school year, we will reduce chronic absenteeism by 3%.
During FY25-26 school year, we will improve the on-time delivery rate of student transportation services by 5%.

2025-2026 School Goals
By the end of FY2025-2026 school year, BES will increase the content mastery score by 20% in grades 3-5 from 27.66% to 47.66% in ELA and by 5% in grades 3-5 in Math as measured by the Georgia Milestones Assessment. BES will increase student attendance by 10%, decrease student suspension by 20%, and decrease by 20% student/staff negative responses on SHS and SAI survey
