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Sixteenth Notes and Rests

The rhythmic value of a sixteenth note is one quarter Use e, +, a when writing the count for sixteenth
of a beat. Four sixteenth notes are equal to one quarter notes and rests.
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1. Clap the rhythm while counting out loud.
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2. Write the count below the notes and then clap the rhythm while counting out loud.
