It provides students with college level study of the social, political, economic, and cultural history or the United States. Students will study the growth of the United States into a world leader and its relation to the issues facing the nation today. The emphasis of this course will focus on the challenges presented by political, social and cultural issues that helped shaped the nation.

CLASS STRUCTURE
The class will use college level resources, including texts and primary source documents that facilitate development of critical-thinking and reflective skills, research skills, independent learning skills, organizational and study skills and the development of intercultural understanding.

Students will be tested over material with vocabulary quizzes, unit tests, and semester exams. Quizzes will generally follow a matching or identification format. Unit exams consist of a multiple choice designed to reflect the quality and degree of difficulty found on the USH Milestone Exam.

· Homework will consist of students completing a vocabulary choice board during each unit. 
During the final nine weeks of the course, a state-mandated End of Course Test (Milestone) is administered and is equal to 10% of the final grade.
Grade Recovery Policy: When taking a test, all students get a second chance immediately to get a better grade. If after the second chance students still do not do well, they will be assigned work on Georgia Progress Learning and then will be allowed to take the test a third time. I will input the highest of the three grades in Infinite Campus. 

Make Up Work: 

Students may make up tests and homework when they bring in an excuse that meets with the guidelines of an excused absence as stated by the Richmond County Board of Education. Tests and other work missed during an excused absence should be made up within 5 school days.  It is the responsibility of the student to check on what was missed during an absence. If a student is absent, he/she must turn in their excuse within 5 school days. Failure to do so will result in the absence becoming permanently unexcused. In the case of an unexcused absence, students are allowed ONLY to make up major test and projects. ALL ASSIGNMENTS WILL BE ON CANVAS FOR YOU TO COMPLETE AT HOME. 

Late work Policy: There is no late work policy; once the chapter test has been completed, no late work will be taken up. However, students are allowed to redo any test as stated in the grade recovery plan within 7 school days of the first test date. I will not approach students about retaking a test, that is their responsibility. They will bring home a redo/retake form for parents to sign and then must complete assigned work to retake the test within 7 days. 

Parents and students can access grades through Infinite Campus. Failing students will receive an email mid-month, starting in September, and a phone call at the end of the month.   Apart from essays and major projects, grades are generally posted within 5 school days of being taken up (or of a test/quiz being given). 3. Make-up work will be done before or after school within 5 days of the absence. Please refer to the Student Handbook for school policy. It is the student’s responsibility to obtain missed assignments or information. 
4. Students will be given multiple opportunities to show mastery of the standards and course content. Additionally, students will be given remediation and reinforcement activities following every unit test. 
5. Plagiarism and Cheating (including copying another student’s work) will not be tolerated. School policy will be strictly followed and enforced. Students will be instructed and coached on the appropriate use of secondary source materials. 
6. Students must abide by the Richmond County School System Acceptable Use Policy when working on RCSS computers, regardless of whether they are using turnitin.com or other programs.
7. We shall exercise common courtesy and only one person will talk at a time. A positive attitude is mandatory for this class. We shall respect the other people in the class, their property, and their opinions. You are expected to be polite, to behave appropriately and to be positive.
