a) Obtain a passing grade on the report card in:

b) Obtain a passing grade on the report card in at least one of the following:
-Social Studies -Science

c) Obtain a passing average in at least half of all connections courses.

eSchool Agreement of Understanding #4 

Middle School High School
• Students must maintain an overall 75 average in 

core academic classes 

• Students in grades 6-8 having a cumulative average 
below 75 in the core academic classes will be 
required to return to the student’s zoned school at 
the end of the year. 

• Students must pass each subject with a 70 or above

• Students having a yearly average below 70 below 
70 are required to attend summer school and pass 
the course in order to remain enrolled in the 
eSchool program

• Students in grades 9-12 who do not maintain a 
passing score of 70 (after summer school) are 
required to return to the student’s zoned school at 
the end of summer school.
