Course Description 

Welcome to Dramatic Writing.  Dramatic Writing is a comprehensive course of grammar, reading, writing, and listening/speaking skills which follows the RCBOE 12th grade Curriculum Map that outlines the required Common Core Standards.   The learning content will be focused heavily on the creative writing/thinking skills required for the production of script development for plays, movies, and television.  Dramatic Writing is a class that focuses strongly on learning and practicing the ability to workshop and collaborate on potentially publishable work.  We will all learn and grow together, and we will all be better for it.
	In this letter/syllabus I am including some information that you will need to help ensure that you will be successful in my classroom.  If you have any questions in class, remember that you can always ask me.  Whenever possible I am available before and after school if you feel that you need extra help.  Just make sure to let me know ahead of time so that I can ensure you have a way home.  (Note:  if parents have any questions about their student’s class, they can call/text me at the school or e-mail me.)

Major Course Projects and Instructional Activities

As Dramatic Writing is a project-based course, all work can be categorized as practice, preparation, or part of a major project; however, to ensure that the class is manageable, this work is broken into small parts of the larger whole. There will be a lot of sharing of our work in this course, and it is important that students stay on track with the course and do not fall too far behind so as to avoid becoming overwhelmed.





Course work/Classwork

Students will receive a variety of assignments designed to enhance their learning. If a student is absent, the student is responsible for the missed assignment. 
Students are expected to submit work on time. Doing so exhibits pride in producing quality work and fulfilling student responsibility. This work habit is a behavior that supports academic achievement and demonstrates characteristics from our Richmond County School System Profile of a Graduate. Late work can negatively impact learning and your ability to demonstrate mastery of the standards. 
When the assignment calls for students to produce original work, students will not use Artificial Intelligence (AI) to generate the assignment for them. Assignments are given to help students learn and demonstrate what they know. While there may be appropriate times for students to use AI during the learning process, using AI to generate original work in place of the student completing the work, is considered 
Academic Dishonesty and can be punished according to the rules outlined in the Code of Conduct.

Late Work (Grading Policy- See RCBOE IHA-R Grading Practices)

Students will have their scores reduced by 5% per school day for a 25% maximum reduction (five school days). 

Late work submitted after the fifth school day will only be accepted at the teacher’s discretion. (This will only occur for extreme circumstances.)


Make-Up Work (Grading Policy)

Students are expected to make-up assignments and assessments that were missed due to absence from
school. Students are responsible for asking teachers for the make-up work upon returning to class.
Make-up work should be completed by the student upon return to class per the same guidelines as the late policy.
(If the student needs to stay after school in class (such as making up a major test) and needs to set up a ride after school, 
(Prolonged absences due to extenuating circumstances that have been communicated to the school such as hospital stays, etc. will, of course, be handled on an individual case.)

Evaluation (Grading Policy)
· Minor Grades (Quizzes, Class work, Graded Writing Assignments, Group Work, etc.)
 (60% of overall Semester Grade minus Final Exam)
· Major Grades (Unit & Chapter Test, Projects, Tasks) 
(40% of overall Semester Grade minus Final Exam)
		(The final exam for each semester is counted as 10% of the overall grade per semester.)

Relearn and Reassess Plan

For any major assessments, students will have the opportunity to submit a relearning plan for parent and teacher approval. Upon satisfactory completion of the plan, as determined by the teacher, students will be given a minimum of ONE opportunity to be reassessed. Only students scoring below 70 on a major assessment can complete a relearning plan unless exempted with parent approval.

Reassessments may be different from the original.

The reassessment score will replace the original score (the scores will not be averaged).

Reassessments should be completed within 7 school days of receiving the original grade. Teachers should have discretion to extend the timeline to address extenuating circumstances.
