-Write a 1+ page (double spaced) reflection (use the questions to help you with that reflection:   What are your thoughts about the death of the penny? Explain. Do you have a story that involves a penny? Share. Did something in the article surprise you? Discuss. Pick a word/line/passage from the article and respond to it. Discuss a “move” made by the writer in this piece that you think is good/interesting. Explain.)
	Read the following paragraph: “Even after death, the penny will not vanish for a while longer. There are some 250 billion pennies in circulation, and they will be out there, gathering dust, or maybe, very, very rarely, being used to help pay for something. As the last pennies slowly disappear, businesses will have no choice but to round transactions to the nearest nickel when dealing with cash.”
