	Monday – Introduction to Focused Rehearsal
	LT: I can rehearse Carol for Coventry and Here Comes Santa Claus with correct rhythm, tone, and ensemble balance.
	Quick Write (Literacy Strategy): “What does ensemble responsibility mean to you, and how do YOU contribute to it?”
	Director models tone shaping on Carol for Coventry and articulation/energy on Here Comes Santa Claus. Think-aloud using breath/phrase plan.
	Ensemble slow runs of both pieces: count-sing → play → adjust.
	Sectionals (High-Impact Strategy): Woodwinds work on lyrical phrasing (Coventry); brass/percussion work on articulation (Santa Claus).
	Students practice their most difficult 4–8 measures in each piece with metronome & mark problem areas.
	Exit Ticket: “One measure I will improve for Wednesday is ____.”

	Wednesday – Precision & Articulation Focus
	LT: I can play rhythmically accurate and articulated passages in both songs while maintaining steady tempo.
	Rhythm Flash Drill: Students echo subdivisions from both pieces (clap/tap).
	Director demonstrates the most rhythmically challenging measure of each piece; explains subdivision strategy.
	Reciprocal Teaching (Literacy Strategy): Students teach a partner how to count/perform a difficult measure from one of the pieces.
	Trios Rotation (High-Impact Strategy): Melody + Harmony + Percussion rehearse as trios; rotate pieces every 3 minutes.
	Students rehearse independently, record 20–30 seconds of progress, and submit.
	3-2-1 Reflection: 3 things improved, 2 challenges, 1 next step for Thursday.

	Thursday – Musicality, Dynamic Control, + Balance
	LT: I can demonstrate expressive phrasing, blend, and dynamic contrast in both pieces.
	Error Analysis (High-Impact Strategy): Students listen to rehearsal clip and write what needs improvement (phrasing or balance).
	Director models before/after example: “playing notes” vs. “playing music,” focusing on shaping phrases and supporting melody.
	Ensemble practices musical moments—dynamic shapes, breath releases, tapering phrases.
	Gallery Walk (High-Impact Strategy): Break into small groups; each group performs a 4–8 measure excerpt. Peers leave feedback slips.
	Students apply feedback and finalize markings on individual parts (breathing, cresc., tapering).
	One-Minute Summary: “Today I improved my musicality by ______.”

	Friday – Full Ensemble Performance + Reflection
	LT: I can perform both pieces with concert-ready expression, balance, and accuracy.
	Socratic Seminar (Higher-Level Thinking): Prompt—“Which matters more in concert performance: accuracy or expression?” Must support with evidence.
	Director models final concert expectations (posture, silence, cue watching, etiquette).
	Full run of both pieces (Carol for Coventry → Here Comes Santa Claus). Director stops to refine as needed.
	Peer Evaluation (High-Impact Strategy): Students use performance rubric to evaluate another section (tone, blend, accuracy).
	Students complete self-assessment rubric and write a weekend practice plan (1 goal per piece).
	Revisit LT: Students rate mastery (1–4) and turn in rubric + practice goal sheet.
