	Monday – Introduction to Non-Pitched Percussion
	LT: I can identify non-pitched percussion instruments and describe how they produce sound.
	Quick Write (Literacy Strategy): “What makes an instrument a percussion instrument?” Students write 3 ideas.
	Teacher demonstrates instruments (hand drum, shaker, tambourine, triangle). Explains how sound is produced and proper playing technique.
	Students echo teacher-played rhythmic examples and identify the instrument (listening discrimination).
	Gallery Walk (High-Impact Strategy): Students rotate among stations, observing instruments and writing one descriptive characteristic per station.
	Students select one instrument and sketch it while labeling parts + write two facts learned.
	Exit Ticket: “Name one non-pitched percussion instrument and describe its sound.”

	Wednesday – Technique & Rhythm Application
	LT: I can demonstrate proper playing technique on at least three non-pitched percussion instruments.
	Think-Pair-Share: “How does technique affect sound quality?”
	Teacher models correct grip, striking zones, and tone production (slow demonstration → full tempo).
	Reciprocal Teaching (Literacy Strategy): In pairs, one student teaches proper technique while partner performs; then switch roles.
	Small-Group Rhythm Circle: Students perform assigned rhythm patterns using different instruments.
	Independent instrument rotation: students practice an 8-beat pattern using correct technique.
	3-2-1 Reflection: 3 things learned, 2 things to improve, 1 instrument you feel confident playing.

	Thursday – Ensemble Composition & Rehearsal
	LT: I can create and perform a rhythmic pattern using non-pitched percussion instruments.
	Error Analysis (High-Impact Strategy): Students listen to a short rhythm performance; identify errors (tempo, technique, counting).
	Teacher models how to build a 4-measure rhythm pattern: beat → rhythm layer → accents.
	Students practice playing simple ostinato patterns with teacher conducting tempo changes.
	Group Composition Project: Groups create a 4-measure percussion piece using assigned instruments. Must include a steady beat + 2 rhythmic layers.
	Students practice their individual part silently (air hands), then perform quietly.
	One-Sentence Summary: “Today my group improved because ______.”

	Friday – Performance & Evaluation
	LT: I can perform in a small percussion ensemble and evaluate performance using musical vocabulary.
	Socratic Seminar (Higher-Order Thinking): “Which matters more in ensemble playing: timing or technique?” Correct speaking protocols enforced.
	Teacher models expectations for final performance (entrance cues, balance, dynamics, stage presence).
	Groups rehearse ensemble compositions while teacher circulates, giving feedback.
	Performance Showcase: Groups perform compositions for the class. Audience completes peer evaluation using rubric.
	Students complete self-evaluation rubric and reflect: accuracy, timing, contribution, effort.
	Exit Ticket: Rate mastery of LT (scale 1–4) + write personal goal for next week.
